Our Third Annual ñDawn Patrol Over Gilman Springsò Fly-In was held on Saturday April 16, 2011. 

Each year we have added something special to enhance the WWI Period Mood of the event, and this year was no 

exception. Nineteen of our members showed up at the Field on April 2
nd

 to do some very special preparation. In 

addition to general cleanup, they constructed four facades in the Pit Area.  The facades were the ñEntrancesò to a 

British Hanger, a French Hanger, a German Hanger, and a Red Cross Station. ñGun Placementsò were also put in 

place to create the image of a WWI period Airfield ñAir Defenseò. 

The event was well attended, with 35 registered Pilots, 52 WWI Models, and at least 70 spectators. 

In addition to Gilman Springs RC Flyers Pilots, 11 other Clubs were represented; Hemet Model Masters, Harbor 

Soaring Society, San Fernando Valley Fliers, Coachella Valley RC Club, Pomona Valley Model Airplane Club,
